The small pressure snaps work, holding just as well as Velcro while creating real eye-catching fashion! This innovation is the perfect combination of function & fashion!

Every season, the excitement builds in anticipation of the winner of the PERFORMANCE AWARD at PERFORMANCE DAYS. This coveted award goes to the most extraordinary of all the innovations presented at PERFORMANCE DAYS. The winner in November 2014, is Morito Europe B.V. from Japan, with European headquarters in The Netherlands. "Block Tapey" is the name of the innovation that may replace Velcro in the future. 

There is hardly an item of sports clothing made today that does not have some practical and reliable Velcro tape. It is almost indispensable for closing and size adjustment. However, there is one small drawback, when the barbs come into contact with other pieces of clothing, they get caught and may lead to pulled threads and pilling. Now this may be a thing of the past, because Block Tapey could be the optimal replacement for the Velcro tapes. The principle is quite similar - small, flat plastic snaps are applied on two complementary tapes (also manufactured as waterproof and heat resistant), that open and close just as reliably as velcro tapes. The nice thing about this design is this: the arrangement of the pressure snaps can be varied, which opens new possibilities in form and color. In addition to its important main function, "Block Tapey" can also be used as a design element.

"Block Tape" unanimously convinced the jury. "What looks like Lego is an alternative to velcro and is equally suitable for use on apparel, shoes, or bags. Grown-ups and children alike can enjoy this product," said Stefanie Sacherow, Senior Project Manager at PERFORMANCE DAYS. "As shown by the reactions of the jury members, Block Tapey is an inspiration for new designs. When the experts from design, production, public relations, and sales crowd around an item they have never seen before and are all excited, then that can only mean one thing: an innovation!
